Exhibitors:

X a. Any bonafide member of 4-H, FFA, FCCLA on date of entry. Exhibitors must declarezatmsmaffiliation at

time of entry of exhibit and may not change affiliation between entry time and Eaith exhibitor must also be a bonafide full
time student in the Polk County school system(12th grade or below). All exhibitors mustsideat of Polk County including
those who are home schooled in their own hoMaimum age of exhibitors is 8 years old as of September 1, 2Q1Rlo

adult school students or students over the age of 22 will be eligible. An exception may errealibitors attending a
special needs school outside of Polk County if the exhibitor notifies the Polk County Yatith &hiance for consideration of
entering an exhibit in the Fair.

b. Exceptional Students: The Fair encourages parents, leaders and teachers of exceptional students to study the
exhibit categories and select those that are reasonably within the abilitiesiodividual youngster. The Fair Management, if
contacted in advance will make all reasonable efforts to permit altersativoe used in such a way to allow the youngster an
opportunity to participate.

c. All exhibitors are required to wear organizational dress as defined belovior all shows and all sales.

Exhibitors not in organizational dress will be fined a $50.00 fee for each show anale in which they are not properly
attired. Polk County Youth Fair Official Guidelines are as follows:

FFA: FFA jacket zipped to the top. White collared shirt with FFA scarf or tie - solit blanavy tie/scarf. Black

pants. Black, dark brown or gray boots/shoes.

4-H: A white shirt with green scarf, green ribbon or green tie and dark pants.

No soft shoes such as tennis shoes allowed.

FCCLA: White dress shirt and dark skirt or dress pants. No open toe shoes.

d. Showmanship, Competitions, Special Activities and Judging Contests:

Age of exhibitors to compete in shows, showmanship classes, special activitiegyargdgontests will be divided into
three divisions and will be based on the exhibitor's age &gptfember 1, 2012:

Junior - 8 to 10 years old
Intermediate - 11 - 13 years old
Senior - 14 to 18 years old

XShowmanship Contests - Exhibitors in the showmanship contest may be allowed to show andiereghimal that is
entered in the same department, if the committee of the department in which teeteegd determines an exhibitor’s animal
shows signs of having health issues and cannot be shown at the time of the showmanship contest.

e. Exhibitor Conduct: Exhibitors are required to conduct themselves as ladies and gentlemen. Approssaig dre
required at all times.

The use of alcoholic beverages, drugs and related
substances is forbidden on the Fair Grounds Violators will be referred to the appropriate law enforcement agency for
prosecution. _Unbecoming conducsuch as the use of profanity, on the part of the exhibitor or anyone associated hwihe
exhibitor will, at the discretion of the Fair Management, result in the dsqualification of the exhibitor and requires the
immediate removal of the exhibitor and his/her exhibits from the Fair Gounds with forfeiture of all premiums and
awards.

f. School Attendance: School attendance is important, but exhibitors should take care of their own exhibits during 1
Fair and make prior arrangements with teachers to make up work missed \ilinglé-air.

Entry & Exhibits:

Exhibits are to be the result of a planned learning experience -- made, grown, rarsedi, &red/or completed by the
exhibitor since the last Fair. The exhibitor must be involved on a continuing basis to prongédeiagful educational and
personal development experience. Please refer to the rules of each departrpestfiorsquirements in regards to entry
deadlines, ownership deadlines, etc. Preparation of any esihihitd be done by the exhibitor.
